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GAMES AND REGISTRATION FEES

Indoor Netball games are $60 per team, with a seasonal registration fee of $50.
Your registration fee registers your team as a member of WIS Club Inc, which affiliates you to NZ
Indoor Sports Inc, the official National Body of Indoor Netball.

Teams that pay there Registration fee by the 26th July 2010 will be awarded 25 Bonus points.
TEAM CAPTAIN RESPONSIBILITIES

Collect the team game fees.

Register and pay in full the game fees 10 minutes prior to scheduled start time.
Maintain the team registration card on a weekly basis.

WIS is not responsible to find replacement players for teams, but will endeavor to do
so if requested.

Responsible for any outstanding season fees.

GRADING

Rounds 1 to 4 are grading rounds. During the grading process, teams may experience unusual
results. Do not panic. On the conclusion of grading, your team will be placed into a suitable
grade of equal ability for the remainder of the season

CONFIRMATION OF GAMES

During the grading games, you will be contacted for your scheduled games. At the completion of
grading, all teams will receive a copy of their draw, which will contain the date and times of there
remaining games (up to the playoff stage).

After grading teams will generally only be contacted if game times change from that outlined in
the draw. Teams are reminded that game times will be available on the WIS website.

LEAGUE FORMATS
The league will be run as a 17 week competition consisting of the following games:

. 4 Grading games
. 13 Competition games
. 1 Quarter final, 1 Semi Final and 1 Grand Final

DEFAULTS & RESCHEDULES

Any team defaulting a scheduled game within 2 working days will be charged a Default Fee of
$60.

Any game defaulted outside of this period will be rescheduled.

Any reschedules may not be placed against your scheduled opposition.

PLAYER QUALIFICATIONS

. Players must play in one of the four grading games
. Players must play at least one third of all round robin games or a total of 5 throughout the

season
. Players may not play in two teams in the same grade
TIME SLOTS

5.40PM FIXED is the only fixed time slot. All other times are shared with other teams in the
league. It is important to complete your registration form thoroughly.
